After the entire group performs on stage, some individuals chose to participate in the 
Solo & Ensemble Contest.  These take place in Room #1 at Marlow High School and 
start at 8:40 am.  All our Duncan Students are back-to-back between 8:40 and 10:12.   
 
Parents are welcome and encouraged to come hear the performances in the Marlow HS 
Auditorium as well as in the solo and ensemble rooms.  If you plan to attend and your 
student is not playing a solo or ensemble they are free to leave with you, however we 
must have a note from you stating you are taking him/her home with you prior to the 
contest day.  If we do not have a note, students will be riding the bus home with us 
and can be picked up at the DMS Band Room around 10:45.  Please be at the school 
ready to pick up your student.
